April 16—Easter Day—1 Corinthians 13:3f
Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures; he was
buried; and he was raised on the third day in accordance with the
Secriptures,

April 23—Easter ITI—I John 2:1f.
If anyone does sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ
the righteous; and he is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not for
ours only but also for the sins of the whole world.

April 30—FEaster [IF—1 Jofn 3:1
See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children
of God; and that is what we are.

May 7—Easter IV—1 John 3:23
This is God's commandment, that we should believe in the name of his
Son Jesus Christ and love one another, just as he has commanded us.

May [4—Easter V—1 John 4:10f.
In this is love, not that we loved God but that he loved us and sent his
Son to be the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Since God loved us so
much, we also ought to love one another.

May 21—Easter Vi—1I Joln 5:6
This is the one who came by water and blood, Jesus Christ, not with
the water only but with the water and the blood. And the Spirit is the
one that testifies, for the Spirit is the truth.

May 25—Ascension of Our Lord—Ephesians 1:20
God put his power to work in Christ when he raised him from the dead
and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly places.

May 28—Easter VII—1 John 5:11f
This is the testimony: God gave us eternal life, and this life is in his
Son. Whoever has the Son has life; whoever does not have the Son of
God does not have life.

June 3—WVigil of Pentecost—Romans 8:13ff.
When we cry, “Abba! Father!” it is that very Spirit bearing witness
with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs,
heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ—if, in fact, we suffer with him
s0 that we may also be glorified with him.

Jine 4—The Day of Pentecost—Romans 8:26
The Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as
we oughi, but that very Spirit intercedes with sighs too deep for words.
And God, who searches the heart, knows what is the mind of the Spirit,
because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God.

June 1I—The Holy Trinitv—Romans 8:13f
If by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. For
all who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God.
